 It	is	unlawful	to	bring	upon	the	institution	grounds	any	firearm,	weapon,	explosive,	ammunition,	drugs	narcotics,	
alcoholic	beverages,	or	cameras.		Cell	phones	must	be	left	in	your	automobile.	

 All	visitors	are	required	to	have	a	valid	picture	identification	such	as	a	California	Drivers	License,	DMV	
Identification	Card,	or	a		valid	passport	on	their	person	at	all	times.	

 Visitors	WILL	NOT	WEAR	any	type	of	clothing	that	resembles	clothing	worn	by	inmates.		Loose‐fitting	comfortable	
clothing	is	recommended.
